TODAY’S READINGS: Epistle: 1 Cor 8:8 – 9-2 Gospel: Mt 25:31-46 

ALL SOULS: A Panachida will be offered today at each parish prior to the 
Divine Liturgy for ALL SOULS intentions. 

GUIDELINES FOR THE RECEPTION OF COMMUNION: As Catholics, we fully 
participate in the celebration of the Divine Liturgy when we receive Holy 
Communion. Roman Catholics also fulfill their Sunday Obligation by attending 
and receiving Holy Communion in a Byzantine Catholic Parish since we are in 
Full Communion with the Holy Father, Pope Francis, and the Apostolic See of 
Rome. If this the first time you are receiving in the Eastern Rite of the Catholic 
Church, the Priest will say a blessing and give you the Sacred Eucharist with a 
spoon from the Holy Chalice. There is no need for a response of Amen. “Members 
of the Orthodox Churches, the Assyrian Church of the East, and the Polish 
National Catholic Church are urged to respect the discipline of their own 
Churches. However, per Roman Catholic discipline, “the Code of Canon Law does 
not object to the reception of Communion by Christians of these Churches.” 

MUSEUM OR PARISH: Pope Saint John XXIII said about the Catholic Church “We 
are not on earth to guard a museum, but to tend a blooming garden full of life.” I 
ask that you help me renew our parishes. The only way to do that is pick up the 
phone to friends and family, especially those that we saw last year at the 100th 
Anniversary dinner, those we saw at the Parish Christmas Parties, those that we 
have not seen since, and ask them to join us at least once a month to keep our 
parishes alive. If they could make the trip for dinner celebrations, they can make 
the effort for the greatest dinner celebration---the Holy Eucharist. If not, we will 
become a Museum and not a Garden. As stated previously, we do not need 
anyone’s money, but we need everyone’s attendance to worship the Father.
